For Monday: Develop a Foundation
1. Understand the structure of the Catalunyan model before you move on. In other words, study the top four posts and take notes. 
2. Weekend Homework: Come to class on Monday with questions and comments about our governmental structure.
For Tuesday: Examine the candidates

1. Use the website as a basis. Use outside resources as needed.

2. During Tuesday’s class we will divide into 5 groups (?) representing each of the five major candidates.

a. We will try to establish groups based on your honest affiliations. However, we need at least two students representing each candidate.
b. If there is a group who chooses to affiliate with a candidate outside of the Metropolitan magazine’s top five (I envision some notable support for Ciutadans-Partit de la Ciudadania as well as a few Commies) we can offer them some representation in our class debate. 
c. Groups will work together to solidify their support for their candidate

3. Homework: You need to demonstrate your support for your chosen candidate by creating a one-page, single-spaced editorial in his (her?) support. This editorial should not only boast the virtues of your candidate, it should also speak to the relative weaknesses of the other candidates.
a. Your editorial must have a specific, refutable and complex thesis.

b. Your editorial must be posted in the post demarcated for said purpose. You must also submit a paper copy to me. 
On Wednesday

1. You will have 10 minutes to strategize with you party members. Why should you win the election?

2. We will have a 30 minute debate. I will listen and take notes on the board. During the debate I will ask that those whose minds have been changed get up and defect from their party.

3. We will reserve the last five minutes to speculate on the winner of the election.
